Membership Information

It'stime to renew your membership. This past year we have received many calls about our policy of having to mail
membership applications. There are several reasons why this policy was implemented.

1) All applications are received by one person. There is less chance of misplaced applications.

2) Mailing is more efficient. If you leave your application at the club it may take up to four or five weeks to receive your
cards, so mail them. We do not collect membership application from the club grounds as often as we get the mail. When
you mail your application, you will receive your cards much faster.

3) Non-sufficient funds. Checks clear the bank before cards and gate codes are mailed out. When we receive a NSF check
and have already mailed out the cards, there is no way of getting it back. Y ou paid for yours; they need to pay for theirs.
Thisis another reason why there is a gate.

If you need to receive your cards faster, pay with a money order or certified check. Y ou don’t have to wait for the check to
clear and you will receive your cards within two weeks and probably much faster. Remember you are dealing with
volunteer help and we do sometimes leave town for afew days.

Here are some suggestions for an application;

1) Mail your application. 2) Mail your application early. 3) Enclose a self addressed stamped envelope with your
application. 4) Use money order or certified check.

Thank you for your participation and remember your membership is valid for you, your spouse and your minor children
from January 1, 2009 through December 31, 2009.
